This requirement is still in place even 
though COVID lockdowns are making this very difficult.  But our expectations are that 
you will be in church every chance possible and if attending in person is not possible 
you should watch online.   Spending time with the Godly men and women of the church 
is very important to us, as you build relationships and learn more about our God. 
 
Also, you are required to subscribe to this channel and turn on notifications, so you 
know when we post new messages.   I will be using this to send you messages instead 
of emails this year, so it is up to you to check for messages.  I will post at least one 
message every month, usually on the last Friday of each month (Houston time) as an 
update.  Also, I will be posting a weekly bible study specifically for you on Wednesday 
Houston time or Thursday morning in the Philippines.  Please watch these, they are 
specifically for you.  For those of you with bad internet, I will post a MP3 and PDF of 
each message as an alternative.  When you get the YOUTUBE notification, then you 
can access the alternative message formats on our website.  www.punla.org under the 
media ministry tab.  Please get familiar with these services.  I will not send email 
reminders only via these messages. 
 
The reason I want you to watch these videos, is so you can build a relationship with me 
face-to-virtual face.   I get the pleasure of communicating with you via email and 
messenger and I can see your faces because you have sent us pictures and stories 
about yourselves.   These videos are a way for you to know me better, as well as Judy

You will feel like you know me better because you will.  This will help you to write me 
and discuss things that you are experiencing.
